Nominations for 2010 EUROMAINTENANCE Incentive Award
Dear  Madam, Sir,
According to its Constitution, article 9, two of EFNMSvzw's objectives are.

1. Organise bi-annual international conferences and conventions about maintenance under the title "EUROMAINTENANCE XX Convention",

2. Promote the awarding of prizes and distinctions relating to maintenance

During 1988, on the initiative of then President Stefano Salvetti, it was decided to merge these two objectives and create the bi-annual EUROMAINTENANCE AWARD, sponsored by Dr. Salvetti, to be presented during the also bi-annual EUROMAINTENANCE Conference. From 2006 the sponsoring has been taken over by the Salvetti Foundation eV, specially created for this sponsoring and for the development of more activities for (young) maintenance engineers and scientists. Also the award has been renamed to "EUROMAINTENANCE INCENTIVE AWARD", to make clear that it is intended for maintenance professionals in "mid-career" and to distinguish it from the "Master Thesis Award" for students / young professionals and from the Honorary Membership.

Between the General Assembly (GA) of EFNMSvzw and the Board of Directors of the Salvetti Foundation (SF) procedures have been agreed for the nomination of candidates for the award and for the composition and functioning of the jury. You will find this procedure in the attachment to this letter.

I want to focus your attention to some specific aspects of these procedures:

· Articles 2 and 3 describe the scope of the award which, as you can see, covers the total field of industrial maintenance and maintenance in related fields.

· Article 8 describes the invitation and nominating procedure. This is an activity and responsibility of EFNMSvzw and its members. SF will take charge for the jury activity.

· Article 9 has been modified from the 2006 procedures. It became clear that the maintenance manager, the person who "runs the workshop", was underrepresented in the nominations, in fact this person has never been nominated at all! This was reason to include article 9 in the procedure and set rules for the documentation in the case a nominee cannot provide publications or presentations or conferences.

· The jury will be composed of four persons: the Chairman of EFNMSvzw and a member selected and appointed by the EFNMSvzw Board of Directors, the President of SF who will also be the chairman of the jury, and the Secretary General of SF who will also be the secretary of the jury. In the case the jury is of the opinion that they lack expertise in some field where a nominee is strong, they can decide to select additional member(s) to assist them.

The 2010 EUROMAINTENANCE Conference will be in Verona (Italy) May 12 to 14. The intention is to present the Award during the Opening Ceremony May 11 or 12. 

The recipient of the Award will receive a certificate, € 1.500,= in cash, and time for a presentation to the plenary session. The runners-up will receive a certificate and € 500,= in cash.

I trust that the information in this addendum will answer any question you have relative to the selection and nomination of your candidates. I know that a number of you have an annual selection of the "Maintenance Manager of the Year" and there is no doubt in my mind that there will be worthy candidates among them.

I look forward to a big slate of nominees and a difficult job for the jury to select the best from among may good!
